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Craft of Japan
Origami is the traditional Japanese art of paper 
folding (ori means "folding," and kami is "paper" in 
Japanese).

Washi paper is made in a 
traditional manner and processed by hand from 
�bers native to Japan. The �bers come from the inner 
bark of the gampi tree, the mitsumata shrub, or the 
paper mulberry bush.
